Field trips are age 

appropriate and we encourage parent volunteers. Volunteers must agree to a background check 

and be cleared through Camp @ The Creek and TDFPS. Volunteers must also fill out and 

submit a volunteer application 72 hours prior to a field trip and have approval prior to trip. A 

qualified staff person will be in charge of a specific group of children. Each group will not 

exceed the state ratio for field trips (1;10). Volunteers are to assist staff with groups of children 

and are not permitted to have a group of children of their own. Each staff will have a written 

list of the children in their group with them at all times. The Camp Director or person in charge 
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T.D.F.P.S. Minimum Standard 746.501 

(13)(15)(19) 

is required to go on all field trips. The Director or person in charge will be responsible for 

bringing the children’s necessary documents on the field trip. Face to name checks are to be 

done prior to leaving facility, after boarding transportation, upon arriving to field trip 

destination, frequently during field trip, upon leaving field trip destination, after re-boarding 

transportation and upon returning to program. Children are to board transportation in a secure 

area. Crossing streets or walking through parking lots without proper supervision is prohibited. 

Camp @ The Creek uses additional qualified drivers through Durham Transportation services. 

Drivers  have a clean criminal background, CPR, First aid, drug screen and be 21 years of age 

or older. All Academy drivers on staff have an FBI check and clean MVR. Each staff receives 

2 hours of self study driver’s training each year.

Over the counter medication can 

be administered per the directions on the container. If a child needs a different dosage or does 

not meet the age requirements a signed permission from the doctor must accompany the 

medication along with dosage information. All medications are kept in a locked cabinet, closet 

or locked first-Aid box.  Staff document date, time and dosage each time medication is given.

Camp @ The Creek provides a morning, afternoon snack and caterer lunch. Snacks meet 

USDA guidelines.

Please do not come during 

naptime unless you are picking up your child. Also, know your child’s sensitivity to separation 

anxiety. Some children do not experience visitation well until they are fully acclimated to the 

center.  If you choose to volunteer please follow the Camp @ The Creek volunteer guideline 

stated earlier in the operational procedures.

Staff and children must wash hands after handling or coming into 

contact with an animal and items used by an animal, such as water bowls, food bowls and 

cages. Chickens, ducks, snakes, turtles, lizards, iguanas, frogs and toads must never have 

contact with children. If you do not want your child to participate with animals in your child’s 

program please notify the Director.

Discipline Policy for  

Children 
T.D.F.P.S. Minimum Standard 746.501(7) 

The Day Camp program follows the Discipline and Guidance guidelines set by The Texas 

Department of Family Protective Services. See information below.  

 

Discipline and Guidance 

In accordance with the Code of Conduct and the Texas Department of Family Protective Services the following 

Discipline and Guidance Policies are utilized; 

 Discipline must be; 

o Individualized and consistent for each child; 

o Appropriate to the child’s level of understanding; and 

o Directed toward teaching the child acceptable behavior and self-control. 

 A care-giver may only use positive methods of discipline and guidance that encourage self-

esteem, self-control, and self-direction, which include at least the following; 

o Using praise and encouragement of good behavior instead of focusing only upon 

unacceptable behavior; 

o Reminding a child of behavior expectations daily by using clear, positive statements; 

o Re-directing behavior using positive statements; and 

o Using brief supervised separation or time out from the group, when appropriate for the 

child’s age and development, which is limited to no more than one minute per year of the 

child’s age.  

 There must be no harsh, cruel, or unusual treatment of any child. The following types of 

discipline and guidance are prohibited; 

o Corporal punishment or threats or corporal punishment; 

o Punishment associated with food, naps, or toilet training; 

o Pinching, shaking, or biting a child; 

o Hitting a child with a hand or instrument; 

o Putting anything in or on a child’s mouth; 

o Humiliating, ridiculing, rejecting, or yelling at a child; 

o Subjecting a child to harsh, abusive, or profane language; 

o Placing a child in a locked or dark room, bathroom, or closet with the door closed; and 

o Requiring a child to remain silent or inactive for inappropriately long periods of time for 

the child’s age.
